At the invitation of the Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs of the
Kingdom of Thailand, H.E. Mr Don Pramudwinai, H.E. U Than Swe, Union Minister for
Foreign Affairs of the Republic of the Union of Myanmar, attended an informal discussion
on Myanmar, held on 19 June 2023 in Pattaya, Thailand. Foreign Ministers, Special Envoy,
Ambassadors and representatives from ASEAN Member States: Brunei, Cambodia, Laos,

Vietnam, the Philippines and neighbouring countries: China and India participated.

During the informal discussion, the participants exchanged views on matters
related to the situation in Myanmar. H.E. U Than Swe, Union Minister, briefed the meeting
on Myanmar’s cooperation with ASEAN for implementing the ASEAN five-point consensus,
building peace and stability and restoring democracy in line with the State Administration

Council’s Five Points Roadmap.
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
